In addition, grease should not be
washed down the drain. While it
may seem to easily wash down
the drain with hot water, it solidi-
fies in underground pipes and
contributes to clogs. Grease accu-
mulation is also a problem for cen-
tral pump stations and individual
grinder pumps where its buildups
cause significant removal and re-
pair costs.

Storms and widespread power
outages experienced recently se-
verely affected our entire sewer
system. Seven of our nine central
pump stations which serve our
gravity customers lost power . Us-
ing a combination of mobile gen-
erators and pump trucks, our con-
tractor KBX Golden was able to
prevent overflows at these sta-
tions. During such extreme weath-
er situations it would be helpful for
gravity customers to restrict their
water usage to only essential use.
For those with grinder pumps, it is
essential that they limit water us-
age to an absolute minimum if
they do not have a back up gener-
ator. When the power gets re-
stored, it is likely that the grinder
pump alarm will sound. This is be-
cause the water level in the tank is
